The Course balance will be collected on the first session of the course, deposits are not refundable (apart from if the course is cancelled by the organisers).  All participants must either bring the Social membership form and cheque (payable to British Fencing) on the first day of the course or bring their British Fencing membership card if you decide to opt for the full membership option. 
Please bring this form  on first day of course with £10 cheque payable to ‘British Fencing’ or bring your membership card if you have applied for full membership of British Fencing.
Social Membership purpose and eligibility:

1. This membership category is intended for ‘starter’ groups or fencers who only wish to fence socially within their registered club.

2. Social Membership has changed.  From April 1st 2008 fencers will now be issued with a social membership card and voucher.  The voucher is for allowance to fence in 1 local competition and must be handed over to the competition organiser.  
All social membership cards/vouchers will be sent to the club secretary.  Social membership is only available via Registered Clubs, however, you can also apply for social membership via the online membership facility (your card will be sent to the club secretary of your club).  

3. Please note that for the purposes of social membership, a Club is defined as a group of individuals meeting at one venue only and only covers fencing within that venue. The Club must be an affiliated and paid-up member of the BFA.

4. The only membership benefit is solely to provide insurance cover for fencing within the nominated registered club and 1 local competition. (a local competition is defined as a closed County or Region competition nominated by the County or Region - Open competitions organised within the County or Region are specifically not allowed)
5. Social members have no right to “The Sword”, vote or receive any other benefits of British Fencing. 

6. Social Membership is not suitable for any fencer who:

· fences at more than one club 

· wishes to enter more than one local competition per year 

· wishes to participate in inter-club matches

1. Application must be made by the Registered Club (or online using the online paypal facility) who should supply HQ/BFA with the details on the attached application form.  Failure to provide all details will delay processing.

2. Clubs will receive members cards/voucher as confirmation of insured fencers included under the policy. Insurance cover will only commence after the names and fees are received at HQ.

3. Downgrading for members in any other category is not permitted.
